COURSE OBJECTIVES 

The following are competencies for Ordination Course of Study which are achieved by this course: 

1. Ability to summarize the significant life events of Jesus and Paul  (CN-10). 

2. Ability to identify the significant elements of the message of Jesus and Paul  (CN-11). 

3. Ability to describe the impact of the historical background of the New Testament on the message of 

Jesus and Paul  (CN-12). 

 

 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS 

1. Class Attendance and participation in dialogue with classmates and the instructor – For 

the class to fulfill the requirements of the Alliance for Ministry training, class time cannot be reduced.  No 

absences are allowed in this intensive two-weekend course. 

All four gospels must be read in their entirety—each gospel before the class day we do it. 

 

2. Exegesis Paper 1 – Five or more pages. A passage from a synoptic gospel.  

This is designed to demonstrate your ability to research and exegete a biblical text using several resources 

to help explain the meaning of the biblical text. The study will include literary setting, form and structure, 

historical context, section by section explanation, and summary of the gospel passage.

3. Exegesis Paper 2 – Five or more pages. A passage from the Gospel of John.  

(Same as above).  

 

4. Four Gospel Chapter Quizzes – Name one topic in each chapter of the four gospels. Each gospel 

will be listed with chapter numbers.  

The purpose of this is to deeply familiarize you with the content of the gospels. 

 

5. Final Exam – Essay.  1) Identify and explain one theme of what Jesus does and says, that when 

applied to today’s world, would turn it upside down. 2) Give specific examples of the effect on a) politics, 

economics, and social order; b) the church; c) your own life.
