The World Evangelism Fund dollar is one of the most important
dollars in the Church of the Nazarene. In essenceit isthe lifeline which
covers the operating expenses of the General Church, the largest share
going to World Missions Outreach.

Pensions & Benefits Budget is the ministers pension & retirement plan.

Education Budget - supports Point Loma Nazarene University by
providing scholarships for Nazarene studentsin our region.

Alabaster funds go entirely to the building of missions buildings (ex.
churches, parsonages, schools, etc.), funding 4.5 projects every week.

As of April 10, 2007, the Church of the Nazarene through the JESUS
Film Harvest Partners ministry made contact with more than 43.3
million people; 17.5 percent (7.6 million) viewers accepted Christ; and
31 percent of the new converts were involved in follow-up
(discipleship). As aresult of the JESUS film ministry, more than 11,300
mission churches have been started and more than 14,200 new pastors
areintraining

General Compassionate Ministries are designed to meet the physical,
emotional, relational, intellectual and spiritual needs of the world

World Evangelism Broadcast ministers by radio to 98 countriesin 31
languages and dialects. It costs $30 to support one minute of airtime.

Deputation is our minimum offering given to visiting missionaries.
Deputation funds directly provide needed equipment & field supplies

Special Projects are decided upon as needs are made known. These are
10% approved Mission Specials.

Nazarene Theological Seminary is the international, graduate-level,
professiona divinity school located in Kansas City, Missouri.

Nazarene Bible College offers excellent training in practica Bible
knowledge for lay and ministerial students who do not desire to follow
the normal route of College and Seminary for ministers.

Our Los Angeles District, District Auxiliaries (NMI, NYI & SS), and
Home Missions are provided this budget. Our District Office is in
Arcadia. New congregations are begun and maintained by these funds.
Salaries as well as other support is provided.

Our special project share (selected by District Missionary Council).

The American Bible Society has translated the Bible in many languages
and provides Bibles for many world areas.

These are non-budgeted offerings for special local needs distributed
through our congregation (food-bank, Loca Compassionate Ministries
Fund for direct help for needs, such asrent, etc.).

Nazarene Mission Facts

The Church of the Nazarene is ministering in 151 world areas.

In 2006, there were 788 missionaries (active, retired, regional, Mission

Corps volunteers, and tentmakers) for the Church of the Nazarene.

These missionaries originate from 26 world areas.

There are 209 Nazarenes in Volunteer Service (NIVS), 220 Nazarenes

On Cdl (NOC), 25 Tentmakers, and 100 Y outh In Mission participants

ministering around the world.

In 2006, 534 Mission Corps volunteers, including 22 tentmakers,

ministered in 66 world areas.

181 Youth In Mission participants from 5 regiona areas, and 2,320

Y outhserve students served around the world.

The Border Initiative, a ministry partnership between the World Mission

and USA/Canada Mission/Evangelism departments, has a team of

missionaries in place who will develop and implement strategies to

promote growth and devel opment of the Church of the Nazarene on both

sides of the Mexico/United States border.

The Church of the Nazarene produced literature in 67 languages and

dialectsin 2006.

In 2006, the Church of the Nazarene sent 1,119 Work & Witness teams,

with a total of 20,581 participants. This represents an estimated 506

years of donated labor.

The two districts with the largest membership in the Church of the

Nazarene are the Guatemala North Verapaz District with 22,012

members and the Korea National District with 20,282 members.

World Mission Broadcast ministers via radio, television, and Internet

with 83 programs in 77 countries in 30 languages and dialects.

Coordinated through 6 regional communication centers, radio continues

to be the most widely used medium of World Mission Broadcast to

“Reach the Unreached” through 1,397 broadcasts.

In 2006, Nazarene Compassionate Ministries Child Development

program provided more than 9,348 sponsorships and nutritional

assistance in over 79 countries.

The Church of the Nazarene has 176 Compassionate Ministries Centers

in the United States of America and Canada to help care for

underprivileged and hurting people.

In 2006, Nazarenes sent more than 41,000 Crisis Care Kits and 6,000

School Pal-Paks.

The total amount raised for World Evangelism Fund in 2006 was

approximately US $48 million—103 districts globally paid or overpaid

their accepted World Evangelism Fund allocation.

The Church of the Nazarene is third among denominations in the

number of short-term missionaries (2 weeks—2 years); seventh in the

number of missionaries; and third with presence in various world aress.
